BLOSSOM & HARVEST DATESTIPS FOR VISITING ORCHARDS & FARMS

Here are a few helpful tips that should be kept in 
mind when heading out to visit an orchard or farm:

•  �•  �Be aware. These are active farms and tractors 
or equipment may be in use. Stay in designated 
picking areas and ask before climbing on 
ladders or equipment.

•  �•  �Harvest dates vary year to year. Check the 
farm’s websites or social media to keep ‘in the 
loop’ as to what is available.

•  �•  �If you have a cooler, bring it with you so you 
can keep your fruit and veggies cool.

•  �•  �Check the farms/fruit stands hours. Some are 
open 7 days a week while others are only open 
for a few hours on the weekend.
